Policy Matters Ohio released new discussion of the Ohio Budget Modernize or Lose - Ohio stands to lose up to $176.3 million in federal funds if it does not modernize its unemployment compensation within the next 2 months. Read more on how the state could qualify for American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funds through reforms like offering compensation to people seeking part-time work or those who left a job to care for a sick relative. 
Off-Balance - Hannah Halberts analysis of Ohio's 2012-2013 Workforce Training Budget shows a marked re-direction of funding from training unemployed workers to training the already-employed. The report questions leaving the unemployed out of training opportunities at a time of severe unemployment, saying "the cost to our recovery is simply too high."
Broken Budget - In order to help advocates, local governments, human service providers, school personnel and others monitor Ohio's unfolding budget in real time, we've provided literally dozens of briefs, testimonies, reports and presentations this year. All can be found on our budget page. Briefs in the past six weeks include three on special tax breaks for businesses which were not reviewed and indeed were expanded; one on education in the budget, one on how the budget looked in conference committee; and two other summary documents, one longer and one 2-pager. This deluge of analysis helped inspire the New York Times to seek comment on the final budget from Policy Matters Senior Associate Wendy Patton.

USDOE Regional Advisory Committee Seeks Comments:  U.S. Secretary of Education Arne Duncan appointed in May 2011 ten regional advisory committees (RACs) to advise the U.S. Department of Education (USDOE) about educational needs of regions as it establishes priorities for its comprehensive technical assistance centers.  Each RAC is conducting an educational needs assessment and will submit a report to the Secretary.

News Alert Regarding Ohio State School Funding Model Education in Ohio (from Alliance for Arts Education)
Governor Kasich and his administration are gathering information in order to develop a new state school funding model for Ohio's schools, that should reflect those things Ohio citizens deem critical to the education of our children. 
A series of meetings with Barb Mattei-Smith, Assistant Policy Director for Governor Kasich, will be held over the next few weeks to gather input from educators.  The meetings are being sponsored by Ohio School Boards Association (OSBA), Buckeye Association of School Administrators (BASA), and Ohio Association of School Building Officials (OASBO) in conjunction with their information sessions about the recently approved state budget.

ACTION:  Please attend one of the meetings listed below, and express support for a state school funding system that does the following:
1) Recognizes that Ohio school districts are required by law (R.C. 3301.07 and 3313.60) to implement a comprehensive district-wide curriculum and instructional program, which "shall include the study of the fine arts including music". (This provision is also included in Standards for Ohio's Schools and School Districts, Ohio Administrative Code Rule 3301-35-04.)
2) Provides sufficient resources so that all students have access to high quality courses in the arts, including dance, drama/theater, music, and visual art.
3) Provides sufficient resources so that all students have sufficient time and opportunity to learn course of study objectives in the arts based on Ohio's Academic Content Standards in the Fine Arts at all grade levels. (Ohio Administrative Code 3301-35-06(A) Sufficient opportunity to learn).

BACKGROUND:Governor Kasich eliminated the current state formula for school districts, the Evidence-Based Model, in the current biennial budget just signed into law, Am. Sub. HB153 (Amstutz), and is now preparing to develop a new school funding model based on the following principles:   
 
· Allow all students to reach their full potential 

· Be student centered and allow student s to choose individual learning environments 

· Drive resources to the classroom and allow all teachers to receive effective support 

· Allow for multiple educational delivery systems

Many boards of education for Ohio's schools have had to reduce opportunities for students in the arts and other areas as a result of budget deficits.  This is a unique opportunity to express support for arts and  education programs in our schools to Governor Kasich and his administration, and recommend a school funding system that provides sufficient resources to ensure that all students have access to high quality arts education programs. 
Ohio Innovative and Learning Environments Conference:  The Ohio Innovative and Learning Environments Conference will be held on August 1-5, 2011 at the Hilliard Bradley High School, 2800 Walker Road, Hilliard, OH.

The conference is co-sponsored by the ODE, the Organization of Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD), Hilliard City Schools, and the Educational Service Center (ESC) of Central Ohio.The conference will provide educators with opportunities to learn about global perspectives on teaching and learning from internationally known educators from Finland, South Australia, and New Zealand. Conference participants will interact with practitioners from countries that have participated in OECD's Programme for International Student Assessment (PISA). Ohio is the only state participating in the OECD Innovative Learning Environments initiative, and is emphasizing innovation in its Race to the Top (RttT) programs.Presenters include: William Kist, associate professor at Kent State University, who works locally and internationally to broaden educators' conceptions of literacy to include new media. He will present strategies and guidance derived from his book, The Socially Networked Classroom. Ian Jukes, an international consultant, speaker, author and education reformer, who will present "Living on the Future Edge and Teaching for Tomorrow". Andy Hargreaves, Boston College professor, who will discuss high-performing education organizations, innovation, and the connection between teacher development and effectiveness. Dylan Wiliam, emeritus professor at the University of London who is well-known internationally for his formative assessment work, and will share thoughts on improving student achievement. Sara Kajder and Will Richardson, who specialize in using innovative Web tools for learning - and will address digital literacy and the changing classroom. The conference cost for all participants (including teachers who receive stipends) is $30 per day or $99 for the entire week. Critical Challenges to Teaching and Learning Ahead

The New Media Consortium (NMC) released on May 17, 2011 its third report entitled "The NMC Horizon Report:  2011 K-12 Edition". Since 2002 the NMC Horizon Project has identified and described emerging technologies likely to have an impact on teaching, learning, research, or creative expression within education around the globe. The report is produced by the NMC in collaboration with the Consortium for School Networking (CoSN), and the International Society for Technology in Education (ISTE), with support from HP's Office of Global Social Innovation.
Each year the report introduces critical challenges that are currently impacting teaching, learning, and creativity, and six emerging technologies or practices that are likely to enter mainstream use in the educational community within the next five years.
The report this year identified the following critical challenges that will affect K-12 education: 

· The importance of digital media literacy as a key skill in every discipline and profession. 

· Competition to traditional models of schools as a result of economic pressures and new models of education. 

· The inability of current technologies or practices to support the demand for personalized learning. 

· The fundamental structure of the K-12 education establishment -- aka "the system." 

· Integrating activities that take place outside of the classroom, but are related to learning and education, into the learning metrics.
The report also identified the following six emerging technologies: 

· Cloud Computing, including cloud-based applications, services, and tools. 

· Mobiles, such as smartphones, tablets, etc. that enable ubiquitous access to information, social networks, tools for learning and productivity, and applications. 

· Game-based Learning, single-player or small group, which has demonstrated its effectiveness to integrate the curriculum; engage learners; and foster collaboration among learners. 

· Open Content, which is a growing movement to make available the course content of schools/universities and education organizations to the public. 

· Learning analytics, which is the study of student engagement, performance, and progress in practice, in order to revise curricula, teaching, and assessment. 

· Personal Learning Environments (PLEs), which refers to approaches to learning that a student selects to meet learning styles and pace of learning.

The timing of the release of report at end of the school year couldn't be better, as educators reflect about the past school year and prepare for the next school year.  The report raises questions about the role that emerging technologies will have in instruction in the future, and how the "critical challenges" identified in the report can be addressed in Ohio's schools. Innovative approach to viewing urban life/building awareness - HandsOn Central Ohio's Reality Columbus Tour: Life Beyond the Freeway educates people on the issues of local poverty, homelessness and hunger while demonstrating the value of promoting and encouraging volunteerism and advocating for change on local, state and national poverty initiatives. Recently, a new tour focus has been added that promotes awareness and understanding of the cultural and ethnic diversity of the Greater Columbus community. During a typical four-hour tour, participants travel across cultures to visit human service providers that are addressing poverty issues such as shelters, permanent supportive housing, clothing pantries and food distribution sites.
The tour dispels myths about poverty-related issues and illuminates these problems in the context of larger social and economic issues. Participants realize that people can be employed yet still be impoverished.
